Students were consistent in their 

articulation of major events in the storyline 

of Scripture and the different phases of 

God’s redemptive plan. Some papers 

omitted significant points, however, such as 

reference to Jesus’ resurrection or the 

ministry of the prophets in the divided 

kingdom period, and it may be helpful to 

highlight themes further as they emerge in 

various stages of the storyline (2014 Score:

Criterion 3: Students demonstrate the ability 

to articulate and assess the implications of 

their conclusions. Score: 3 Comments: 

Students included interaction with and 

Close readings in ENG 3210 

Literary Theory and 3320 African

Target: Class average of 80% 

The average of 9 close reading 

papers was 3.0.  Students scored 

between 1.5 (unsatisfactory) to 4.0 

(excellent).   

Students reflect a clear Biblical worldview and are 

able to articulate the story of redemption in the 

Bible. There is a clear articulation of the different 

parts of this story (and as reflected in the Old 

Testament in particular). The committed noted a 

few areas that could be developed further in the 

narrative portion. The duplication of criterion 1
